If quality assurance checks show that there is a difference greater than $300 between the total amount approved and total spent on approved items, the legal entity is required to pay back the difference.  If the amount unspent is less than $300, the balance can remain with the legal entity with the understanding the balance will be utilised on liquor harm-minimisation initiatives.
